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I. statement

1. On August 3, 2005August 3, 2005, Public Service Company of Colorado (PSCo) filed Advice Letter No. 94-Steam

 REF AdviceLetter__  \* MERGEFORMAT 94-Steam.  By Decision No. C05-1046 (Mailed Date of September 2, 2005), the Commission suspended the advice letter and set this matter for hearing before an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ). 

2. The Commission suspended the effective date of the tariffs filed by PSCo, on August 3, 2005, with Advice Letter No. 94-Steam, for 120 days.  Further, it recognized that the effective date of the tariffs may be further extended for an additional 90 days, until April 1, 2006.  Decision No. C05-1046 at ¶3.

3. On October 20, 2005, PSCo filed its Unopposed Motion to Vacate Hearing Date and to Establish a Revised Procedural Schedule and Request for Waiver for Response Time.  The unopposed motion proposes that a three-day hearing commence on February 13, 2006, leaving only approximately 44 days for post hearing procedures, the Commission’s deliberative process and the issuance of a decision.

4. The ALJ is concerned that the timeline contemplated by the unopposed motion will not allow the Commission adequate time for its decision making process.    

5. The motion will be set for hearing to allow argument and inquiry of the parties as to the procedural matters contemplated thereby.    

6. The hearing will potentially also deal with all issues contemplated by 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-79(b)(5) including, without limitation, identification of issues to be addressed in this proceeding, the resolution of any pending motions or petitions, the timing and scope of discovery, the desirability of submitting testimony in written form, and the establishment of a procedural schedule, including deadlines for filing witness/exhibits lists or written testimony and exhibits, motions, statements of position, and hearing dates.
