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I. statement
1. On September 30, 2004, Qwest Corporation (Qwest) filed a Petition for Arbitration of an Interconnection Agreement with Union Telephone Company, doing business as Union Cellular.  Union Telephone Company, doing business as Union Cellular (Union), filed its Response to Petition for Arbitration.  Qwest and Union are the only parties to this proceeding.  The parties have extended the time for Commission decision in this matter.  Decision No. R05-0852-I.  

2. Hearing in this docket is scheduled for November 14 through 16, 2005.  

3. Union filed the direct testimony of Messrs. James H. Woody, Alan Hinman, and Jason P. Hendricks and the rebuttal testimony of Mr. James H. Woody.  In addition, Union filed Exhibits No. 1 through No. 4 and No. 11
 with its direct testimony and Exhibit No. 5 with its rebuttal testimony.  

4. Union's direct testimony references two exhibits which have not been filed with the Commission:  Exhibit No. 5 (described as switch and cell site cost used to develop termination rate
) and Exhibit No. 6 (described as cost study to develop Union's cost to transport and terminate local traffic
).  While Union filed an Exhibit No. 5 with Mr. Woody's rebuttal testimony, that exhibit consists of drawings; it is not the Exhibit No. 5 referenced in Mr. Hendricks's direct testimony.  In addition, Union filed an Exhibit No. 6 (the resume of Mr. Hinman); this is not the Exhibit No. 6 referenced in Mr. Hendricks's direct testimony.  

5. Union will be ordered to file,
 on or before November 9, 2005, either the referenced Exhibits No. 5 and No. 6 with corrected direct testimony
 or revised direct testimony which has all reference to those exhibits removed.  

6. Union filed an Exhibit No. 11 with its direct testimony.  Review of that exhibit shows that it is labeled confidential.  Union did not follow the Commission's procedure for filing confidential materials as set out in Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-16-3.4.  

7. Union will be ordered to refile, on or before November 9, 2005, Exhibit No. 11; this filing must be made in accordance with the cited rule.  If this filing is not made in accordance with the rule, the material will not be treated as confidential.  

8. On October 31, 2005, Qwest filed the parties' final joint issues matrix.  Decision No. R05-0852-I required the filing of a diskette containing an electronic version of the final joint issues matrix.  From review of the Commission's file in this matter, it appears that the diskette was not filed.  Qwest will be ordered to file, on or before November 9, 2005, the diskette.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. On or before November 9, 2005, Union Telephone Company, doing business as Union Cellular (Union), shall make a filing which complies with ¶ 5, above.  

2. On or before November 9, 2005, Union shall make a filing which complies with ¶ 7, above.  If the filing is not made as required, the documents will not be treated as confidential.  

3. On or before November 9, 2005, Qwest Corporation shall file a diskette containing an electronic version of the final joint issues matrix filed in this proceeding on October 31, 2005.  

This Order is effective immediately.
