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I. statement

1. On October 24, 2005, Eschelon Telecom, Inc. (Eschelon), filed a Petition to Dismiss Eschelon as a Respondent in Docket No. 05C-418T.  Eschelon states that it does not provide any services to the competitive local exchange carriers, the emerging competitive telecommunications service providers, or the toll resellers relevant to this instant case.  Eschelon believes that it is not the subject to the instant proceeding.

2. Staff of the Colorado Utilities Commission does not oppose the Petition to Dismiss.

3. Good cause having been shown, the petition of Eschelon to dismiss will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The petition of Eschelon Telecom, Inc., to dismiss it from Docket No. 05C-418T is granted.

2. Eschelon Telecom, Inc., is dismissed as a party to the instant case.
