I. statement
1. Civil Penalty Assessment Notice No. 76416 commenced this proceeding against Hassan Kiass, doing business as All Points Executive Transportation (Respondent).  Staff of the Commission (Staff) and Respondent are the only parties in this matter.  

2. By Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing dated October 3, 2005, the Commission set this matter for hearing on November 17, 2005, beginning at 9:00 a.m.  The Administrative Law Judge changed the scheduled hearing time to 1:00 p.m. on November 17, 2005.  Decision No. R05-1223-I.  

3. On November 16, 2005, Staff filed an Unopposed Motion to Vacate and Reschedule Hearing [Motion] and Request for Waiver of Response Time [Request].  As grounds for the Motion, Staff states that counsel for Staff had not entered an appearance in this case when the hearing time was changed.  As a result, counsel did not receive a copy of the order changing the scheduled hearing time and was unaware of the time change.  Counsel for Staff has a previous and long-standing commitment for the afternoon of November 17, 2005 which cannot be rescheduled.  In addition, all other attorneys who represent Staff are participating in the same planned event and, thus, are unavailable.  Motion at ¶ 3.  On November 16, 2005, counsel first became aware of the conflict and filed the Motion on that date.  Staff represents that Respondent is willing to vacate the hearing and that the parties are available for hearing on the afternoon of December 12, 2005.  Id. at ¶ 4.  

4. The Motion states good cause.  As the Motion is unopposed, no party will be prejudiced if the Motion is granted.  The Motion will be granted.  The hearing scheduled for November 17, 2005 will be vacated and will be rescheduled for the afternoon of December 12, 2005.  

5. As the Motion is unopposed, obtaining a response is unnecessary; and granting the Request will not prejudice any party.  The Request will be granted, and response to the Motion will be waived.  

6. The parties were informed on November 16, 2005 that the hearing would be vacated.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Unopposed Motion to Vacate and Reschedule Hearing is granted.  

2. The hearing scheduled in this matter for November 17, 2005 is vacated.
