I. statement
1. On October 11, 2005, Willie George Wallace, doing business as Right Choice Express, filed an Application for Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire (Application).  The filing commenced this docket.  

2. On October 17, 2005, the Commission gave public notice of the Application.

3. On November 8, 2005, Casino Transportation, Inc., for itself and as operator of Certificate Nos. 48716 and 14641 of Four Winds, Inc., doing business as People’s Choice Transportation, Inc. as owner of Certificate Nos. 48716 and 14641, timely filed its Intervention, Entry of Appearance, Opposition to Application, Alternative Petition for Permissive Intervention, and Preliminary List of Witnesses and Exhibits.  

4. A hearing is currently set on this Application for December 23, 2005. 

5. The undersigned administrative law judge (ALJ) was recently assigned to hear this matter.  In reviewing the complete application, the ALJ discovered and reviewed a support letter filed with the Application by Ms. Susan Walker, Sale Manager of the Isle of Capri and Colorado Central Station Casinos.

6. As an employee of a law firm, the undersigned represented the Colorado Central Station Casino in a legal matter during the late 1990s having no relationship whatsoever to the Public Utilities Commission.

7. While the undersigned does not believe the prior relationship represents a conflict or bias that would impede his ability to impartially decide the Application, the prior relationship is disclosed in abundance of caution.

8. Rule 9(g) of the Rules of Practice of Procedure provides for a party to move for recusal or disqualification of the ALJ.  Should any party desire to do so based upon this disclosure, a motion should be filed as soon as possible and in any event within ten days of the mailing date of this interim order.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Any party wishing to move for recusal of the undersigned in light of the within disclosure shall make such request in accordance with Commission rules as soon as possible, and in any event, on or before December 18, 2005.
