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I. statement

1. On November 30, 2005, Crystal Valley Metropolitan District No. 1 (Crystal Valley) filed a Motion for a Status Conference to Establish Time Frame for Agreements or, in the Alternative, to Establish Terms and Conditions for Construction and Maintenance of grade Separation and for Shortened Response Time.

2. Crystal Valley requests that due to a perceived problem in executing necessary documents for the construction of the overpass authorized in Decision No. R05-1104, a status conference should be set  to establish timeframes for completion of the necessary agreements to start construction or in the alternative to establish the terms and conditions for the construction and maintenance of grade separation.

3. On December 9, 2005, Union Pacific Railroad Company (Union Pacific) filed a response to the motion.  Union Pacific states that while it believes that a status conference may not be helpful in expediting the execution of the necessary agreements, it has no objection to a status conference.
