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I. statement

1. On September 22, 2005, MCImetro Access Transmission Services, Inc. (MCImetro or MCIM), filed Advice Letter No. 05-17.  On September 27, 2005, MCIM filed its Amended Advice Letter No. 05-17 to extend the effective date of its Advice Letter to October 23, 2005.  On October 18, 2005, MCIM filed its Second Amended Advice Letter No. 05-17 that further extended the effective date until November 1, 2005.

2. The Commission suspended the effective date of the tariffs filed by MCImetro on October 18, 2005, with its Second Amended Advice Letter No. 05-17 for 120 days, until March 1, 2006.  Further, it recognized that the effective date of the tariffs may be further extended for an additional 90 days, until May 30, 2006.  Decision No. C05-1293 (see also Decision No. C05-1293-E) at ¶4.

3. By Decision No. C05-1293, the Commission also established deadlines for interested parties to intervene (November 28, 2005), for parties to submit their witness lists and exhibits in preparation for hearing, and for filing prehearing motions.

4. On November 16, 2005, Qwest Corporation (Qwest) filed its Motion to Intervene.  As grounds in support, Qwest states that it will be directly affected by the outcome of this proceeding because the terms and conditions pursuant to which Qwest terminates traffic to MCImetro may be determined herein.  No response has been filed to Qwest’s motion.  Good cause appearing for the unopposed motion, Qwest’s Motion to Intervene will be granted.

5. On November 28, 2005, Staff of the Commission (Staff) timely filed its intervention of right and request for hearing.    

6. On December 2, 2005, MCImetro filed its Motion to Suspend Procedural Schedule.  As grounds therefor, MCImetro states that there are ongoing settlement discussions between MCImetro and Qwest, but that Qwest’s representative has been out of the office.  In light of the existing procedural deadlines, MCImetro requests that the procedural schedule be suspended to allow the parties to focus upon settling the matter when Qwest’s representative returns.  MCImetro also represents that it will include Staff in the settlement discussions when they resume. 

7. In the event that a settlement is not reached before January 15, 2006, MCImetro will consult with the parties regarding a new procedural schedule and submit the same to the Commission for Approval.

8. Counsel for MCImetro is authorized to state that Qwest and MCImetro believe the settlement discussions have been beneficial and that this matter may be settled.  

9. Counsel for MCImetro is authorized to represent that neither Qwest nor Staff oppose the relief sought herein.

10. Good cause having been shown in support of the unopposed Motion to Suspend Procedural Schedule, the motion will be granted.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Qwest Corporation’s Motion to Intervene is granted.  

2. MCImetro Access Transmission Services, Inc.’s unopposed Motion to Suspend Procedural Schedule is granted.  The procedural schedule established in Decision No. C05-1293 is suspended.

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
