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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On December 30, 2005, Sprint Communications Company L.P. (Sprint) and Trinsic Communications, Inc. (Trinsic, together Applicants) filed an application seeking Commission authority to transfer Sprint Complete Sense and Complete Sense for Business customers from Sprint to Trinsic. Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-25-8.  The application included requests for waivers of certain Commission rules found at 4 CCR 723-2-25 and a request for expedited treatment of the application.
2. On January 4, 2006, the Applicants filed a Supplement to their application that moved the proposed effective date of the transfer to January 27, 2006.
3. Applicants represent that a notice of the transfer was sent to the affected customers on or about December 16, 2005.  A copy of the customer notice was included in the application as Attachment C.  The notice informs the customers of their ability to choose an alternative provider of service and states that any customer that desires to participate in any hearing that may be set by this Commission must submit a written request to the Commission ten calendar days before February 1, 2006. 

4. The Applicants state in the application that affected customers will not experience any interruption of service and that customers will not incur any charges for the transfer, nor will their services change as a result of the transfer. 

5. We find that Applicants have provided sufficient information to render the appropriate action regarding the request for expedited treatment.

6. Good cause having been shown, we grant the request for expedited treatment, including less-than-statutory notice, which shall be for a period through January 23, 2006.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed by Sprint Communications Company, L.P. and Trinsic Communications, Inc. for expedited treatment is granted.

2. Notice of the application shall be for a period of not less than ten days that expires on January 23, 2006.

3. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
