I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On December 1, 2005, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) filed Advice Letter No. 1448 - Electric which sought to implement an Interim Renewable Energy Standard Adjustment; establish interim changes to residential Photovoltaic Service (Schedule RPV) and Commercial Photovoltaic Service (Schedule CPV); and to implement a new Net Metering Service (Schedule NM).  Public Service requested that the tariffs accompanying Advice Letter No. 1448 – Electric become effective on 30 days' statutory notice or, in this instance, on January 1, 2006. 

2. On December 23, 2005, Public Service filed Advice Letter No. 1448 – Electric Amended.  The purpose of the amendment is to change the proposed effective date from January 1, 2006, to January 13, 2006.

3. On January 9, 2006, Public Service filed Advice Letter No. 1448 – Electric Second Amended.  The purpose of the second amendment is to update the Company’s Rate Schedule Summation Sheet Nos. 20 and 22 to include revisions to the Company’s Air Quality Improvement Rider, Electric Commodity Adjustment, and Purchased Capacity Cost Adjustment which were approved by the Commission effective on January 1, 2006.

4. Under § 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., the Commission may, in its discretion, set the tariffs for hearing which will suspend their effective date for 120 days.  Section 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., also provides that the Commission may, in its discretion, by separate order, suspend the effective date of the tariffs for an additional 90 days.  Thus, the Commission has the power and authority to suspend the effective date of the tariffs for a maximum of 210 days or, in this docket, until August 11, 2006.

B. Findings of Fact

5. The Commission will suspend the effective date of Advice Letter No. 1448 - Electric, Advice Letter No. 1448 – Electric Amended and Advice Letter No. 1448 - Electric Second Amended because the rates, terms, and conditions contained in the tariffs may be improper.

6. The Commission will conduct a prehearing conference on February 16, 2006 at 9:00 a.m. to establish the procedural schedule for this docket. 

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The effective date of the tariffs filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on December 1, 2005, with a revised effective date of January 13, 2006, as modified by Advice Letter No. 1448 – Electric Amended filed on December 23, 2005 and Advice Letter No. 1448 – Electric Second Amended filed on January 9, 2006, is suspended for 120 days until May 13, 2006, or until further order of the Commission.
