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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On December 30, 2005, Sprint Communications Company L.P. (Sprint) and Trinsic Communications, Inc. (Trinsic, together Applicants) filed an application seeking Commission authority to transfer Sprint Complete Sense and Complete Sense for Business customers from Sprint to Trinsic. Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-25-8.  The application included requests for waivers of certain Commission rules found at 4 CCR 723-2-25 and a request for expedited treatment of the application. 

2. Both Sprint and Trinsic have been granted Commission authority to provide local exchange and emerging competitive telecommunications services and have effective tariffs on file. 

3. Applicants represent that the affected Sprint customers have been sent notice of the transfer by first class, presorted, U.S. Mail on December 16, 2005.  A copy of that notice was included with the original application.  The letter includes statements that customers following the transfer to Trinsic will retain their current plan, rates, features, terms, and conditions of service and current customer service numbers and will not incur any charges for the transfer.

4. On January 17, 2006, Trinsic filed Advice Letter No. 61 that intends to incorporate into its existing tariff the services, rates, and related terms and conditions offered to the existing Sprint customers that will be transferred to Trinsic.  The proposed effective date of Advice Letter No. 61 is February 1, 2006.  

5. Sprint does not intend to relinquish any of its Commission issued authorities and will continue to serve customers that are not transferred to Trinsic.  

6. The Commission granted the request for less-than-statutory notice on January 11, 2006.  See Decision No. C06-0007.  On January 11, 2006, the Commission issued a Notice of Application Filed, giving notice to all interested parties.  Interventions were due on or before January 23, 2006.  No interventions were filed. 

B. Discussion

7. After carefully considering the matter, we conditionally approve the transfer of Sprint Complete Sense and Complete Sense for Business Sprint customers to Trinsic.  The condition is that Trinsic must have effective tariffs in place that mirror the services, rates, terms, and conditions of the Sprint customers that existed prior to the transfer.  It is our understanding this is to be accomplished with Trinsic Advice Letter No. 61.

8. We grant the request for waivers of the Commission’s slamming rules (4 CCR 723-2-25) and rules related to obtaining customers’ written authorization before removing a freeze of local or long distance providers (4 CCR 723-2-25.4.1), for the limited purpose of transferring the affected Sprint customers to Trinsic.   

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The joint application for the transfer of customers from Sprint Communications Company L.P. to Trinsic Communications, Inc. is deemed complete and approved with the conditions as noted in the above discussion.

2. The Commission’s slamming rules and rules related to obtaining written authorization to lift customers’ freezes of long distance providers are waived for the limited purpose of this joint application.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
