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COMMISSION ORDER GRANTING TIME SCHEDULE CHANGES ON LESS-THAN-STATUTORY NOTICE
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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On January 24, 2006 Casino Transportation, Inc. filed an application for authority to publish Time Schedule No. 21 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.

2. Casino Transportation, Inc. may provide, under Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) Nos. 48414, 48716, and 52393, scheduled service between points in the Denver, Colorado metropolitan area, on the one hand, and points in Central City and Black Hawk, Colorado, on the other hand.

3. Casino Transportation, Inc. operates four scheduled routes between points in the Denver metropolitan area and casinos in Central City and Black Hawk, Colorado.  The changes proposed in Time Schedule No. 21 are minor in nature and include:  1)  On the schedule between Buckingham Square in Aurora and Central City and Black Hawk, one one-way trip from Buckingham Square to Central City and Black Hawk is added.  The total number of round-trips are 19 per day.  Certain departures and arrival times are changed up to 25 minutes.  2)  There are no changes to the schedule between the Rodeway Inn in Wheatridge, and the Fortune Valley Casino in Central City.  3)  There are no changes to the 20 daily round-trips on the schedule between the pick-up locations at 3100 S. Sheridan and 5960 W. Alameda, and Central City and Black Hawk.  Certain departures and arrival times are changed up to 20 minutes.  4)  One daily round-trip is eliminated on the schedule between Heritage Square in Golden, and Central City and Black Hawk.  The total number of round-trips are 21 per day.

4. Departures and arrival times are changed by 5 minutes.

5. In support of this application, Craig Caldwell the President of Casino Transportation, Inc. states “Due to recent increased demand from casino employees, the public and the casinos themselves, as well as the fact that these changes enhance rather than prejudice the service to the public, we are respectfully requesting these changes be made on less than statutory notice.  Expediting this request would greatly contribute to our ability to fulfill these needs requested from our client base in a timely fashion.”

6. Rule 31(f)(1) of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, allows an order authorizing carriers to change tariffs or time schedules on less-than-statutory notice for good cause shown.

7. The Commission finds that Casino Transportation, Inc. has shown good cause for the approval of the proposed changes in Time Schedule No. 21 and that the application to file the schedule on less-than-statutory notice should be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application of Casino Transportation, Inc. to publish Time Schedule No. 21 on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

2. Casino Transportation, Inc. shall publish Time Schedule No. 21 on not less than one day’s notice to the Commission and the general public.

3. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, re-argument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.
4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
