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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On March 6, 2006, Applicant Verizon Avenue Corp. (Verizon or Company) filed an Application to Discontinue Telecommunications Services in Colorado, effective May 1, 2006.  

2. On March 9, 2006, Verizon filed a Motion for Waiver or Variance from Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-25-7.6 and Motion to Shorten Response Time to 10 Days (Motion for Variance).  The Applicant requests a waiver from two requirements of Rule 4 CCR 723-25-7.6 which addresses the contents of a customer notice of discontinuance of service.  The first is the requirement that customers be notified that service will be transferred to the default provider unless another provider is selected within the required time period and the second is a requirement that the provider discontinuing service send a list of the names, addresses, and phone numbers of all regulated alternative providers including providers of last resort.  The Application asserts that Verizon’s customers have already received an initial notice sent on February 28, 2006.  The Motion for Variance also states that Verizon intends to send its 30-day notice to customers on March 24, 2006 for the required customer notice.  The requested waivers directly impact the content of the required customer notice and the Company requests that the Commission address this Motion for Variance at its weekly meeting scheduled for March 22, 2006.
3. We find that Applicant has provided sufficient information to grant the request for a shortened response time to ten days to its Motion for Variance.  
4. Good cause having been shown, we grant the request for expedited treatment, including notice on less-than-statutory notice, which shall be for a period of ten days, ending on March 20, 2006.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed by Verizon Avenue Corp. for expedited treatment including notice on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

2. Notice of the application shall be for a period of ten days ending on March 20, 2006.

3. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
