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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion to Accept Late Filed Budget Information (Motion) filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (PSCo) on March 8, 2006.  PSCo indicates that as part of the Commission approval of the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement in this matter, it was to file, within two weeks after the Stipulation modifications were accepted by the Commission, information identifying the regulated portion of PSCo’s total 2006 $525 million capital budget by specific project budgets.  Additionally, PSCo was to identify the projects that comprise the $28.2 million portion of the budget directed at electric distribution reliability, as well as projects that will comprise the additional $11 million investment directed at electric distribution reliability.

2. PSCo states that the required information is being filed late because the persons responsible for making the filing on February 15, 2006 were not made aware that the Commission had issued its final order in this proceeding until a few days after the deadline.  PSCo represents that it has worked diligently since that time to pull together all the information it is required to file and submit to the Commission and to the Office of Consumer Counsel in compliance with the Commission Order.

3. We find that PSCo states good cause and grant the Motion to accept the required information late.  We note that no party will be prejudiced by the late filing.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion to Accept Late Filed Budget Information by Public Service Company of Colorado is granted.

2. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
