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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On March 15, 2006, Applicants Liberty Bell Telecom, LLC (Liberty Bell) and eLEC Communications Corp. (eLEC) filed a joint Application for Transfer of Jurisdictional Telecommunications Providers effective April 15, 2006.  In addition to the transfer, they also filed a Request for Expedited Treatment

2. Liberty Bell has agreed to be acquired in full by eLEC.  Liberty Bell will continue to operate in the State of Colorado in its current form as a wholly-owned subsidiary of eLEC.  Liberty Bell will retain its certificate of public convenience and necessity, which was granted in Docket No. 03A-318T, Decision No. C03-0949, on August 21, 2003.  

3. The Company requests that the Commission address this Request for Expedited Treatment so that the combined companies can continue serving their customers and expanding their customer base.  The transfer will be transparent to both Companies’ customers.

4. We find that Applicant has provided sufficient information to grant the request for a shortened response time to ten days.  

5. Good cause having been shown, we grant the request for expedited treatment.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The joint application filed by Liberty Bell Telecom, LLC and eLEC Communications Corp. for expedited treatment including notice on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

2. Notice of the application shall be for a period of ten days from the effective date of this Order.

3. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
