A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On February 8, 2006, James Thomas Dunphy III doing business as Leadville's High Grade Tour Train (Leadville’s High Grade Tour Train) filed an application seeking authority to suspend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55751S from May 1, 2006 through July 1, 2006.

2. Pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S. the Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations, on February 21, 2006.  The Commission set this matter for hearing on April 21, 2006.
