I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) for a five-year extension of its Energy Savings Partners Program.  Public Service filed the application on December 5, 2005.  By Decision No. C06-0165 we set the application for hearing, and set a scheduling conference for March 29, 2006.  In Decision No. C06-0165 we also extended the intervention period in this docket to March 20, 2006.  
2. A prehearing conference was held on March 29, 2006.  At the hearing, we ruled on petitions for intervention, the proposed procedural dates, proposed discovery procedures, and other procedural issues.  

3. Requests for Intervention were filed by the Office of Energy Management and Conservation (OEMC), City and County of Denver (Denver), Boulder County Board of Commissioners (Boulder).  A Notice of Intervention was filed by Staff of the Commission (Staff) and the Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC).  We grant the requests for intervention filed by OEMC, Denver, and Boulder.  We find that Staff and OCC timely filed their notices of intervention. 
4. Public Service states that it contacted the potential intervenors in this docket to establish a procedural schedule, and all parties agreed to the schedule.
5. Public Service’s proposed procedural dates are as follows: 
· Direct testimony and Exhibits are to be filed by May 5, 2006
· Answer testimony and Exhibits are to be filed by June 30, 2006
· Rebuttal and Cross-answer testimony and Exhibits are due July 31, 2006
· Hearings will be held on August 23 through 25, 2006
· Statements of Position are due by September 7, 2006.  
6. All parties present at the prehearing conference agreed with the proposed dates.  Therefore, we adopt this schedule.
7. In addition, all pre-trial motions, corrections to testimony, estimates of cross-examination times, and an agreed upon order of witnesses and marking of testimony and exhibits shall be filed by August 16, 2006.  All deadlines are 5:00 p.m. on the day of the deadline, unless otherwise specified.
8. Discovery procedures were also addressed at the prehearing conference.  After taking oral comments from the parties, we adopt the following discovery procedures:  

· The cut-off to propound discovery in connection with Public Service and OEMC’s Direct testimony is the date Answer Testimony is due (June 30, 2006).  Cut-off to propound discovery in connection with Answer testimony is the date Rebuttal/Cross Answer Testimony is due (July 31, 2006).

· No discovery may be served on any Party after August 16, 2006.

· Response time to discovery is ten days for discovery related to Direct and Answer Testimony, and seven days for that related to Rebuttal Testimony.

9. We enter the following directives regarding electronic service of documents:  The parties shall complete all service of testimony, exhibits, and other Commission filings through electronic means,
 unless a party specifically requests service (in writing sent to all the parties) by hard copy through the mail.  To the extent possible, parties shall serve electronic documents in Adobe Portable Document Format (PDF).
  Parties shall provide the e-mail addresses of individuals who are to receive electronic copies and the mailing addresses of individuals who are to receive hard copies.
  The parties shall file an original and seven hard copies of all testimony and exhibits with the Commission.  Each party shall also file with the Commission an electronic copy of its testimony and exhibits on a 3.5” floppy disk or CD ROM in both the underlying executable electronic format and Adobe PDF format.
  Any stipulations or settlement agreements, along with any associated testimony or exhibits, shall also be filed electronically.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The petitions for intervention by the following parties are granted: the Office of Energy Management and Conservation, City and County of Denver, and Boulder County Board of Commissioners.
