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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) for consideration of a request for an extension of time to comply with the requirements of Decision No. C06-0076 (Decision) as filed by Larry Lee Clark doing business as Quality Cab & Courier (Quality Cab & Courier).

2. Quality Cab & Courier filed an application on December 21, 2005 for permanent authority to conduct operations as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers and their baggage, in taxi and call-and-demand limousine service:  (1) between all points in the Counties of Huerfano and Las Animas, State of Colorado; and (2) from all points in the Counties of Huerfano and Las Animas, State of Colorado, on the one hand, to all points in the Counties of El Paso and Pueblo, State of Colorado, on the other hand.
3. Pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., the Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations on December 27, 2005.  No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in the proceeding was filed.

4. The Commission granted the permanent authority requested in Docket No. 05A-540CP on February 2, 2006 in the Decision.

5. The Decision required that Quality Cab & Courier file an appropriate tariff, a certificate of insurance, and pay the issuance fee and the annual vehicle identification fee.  The Order stated that Quality Cab & Courier could not begin operations until these requirements had been met.  The Order also stated that “if Quality Cab & Courier does not comply with these requirements within 60-days of the effective date of this Order, the authority granted to Quality Cab & Courier shall be void.  On good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance.”

6. The Decision became effective on its mailed date of February 2, 2006.  Therefore, Quality Cab & Courier had until April 3, 2006 to comply with the requirements of the Decision.
7. A review of Commission records shows that Quality Cab & Courier had filed the required tariff, paid the issuance fee and the annual vehicle identification fee by March 16, 2006.  The only requirement of the Decision that has not been completed is the filing of the appropriate liability insurance.

8. In the letter filed on March 29, 2006, Larry Clark, the owner of Quality Cab & Courier, states “Additional time is requested for the following reasons: 1) Due to the rural area of service, insurance quotes took longer than expected. 2) Vehicles intended for taxicab use have not yet arrived from out of state.  A 45 – 60 day extension should be adequate to transport vehicles and complete all requirements set forth by the Commission.”

9. The Commission finds that good cause has been shown to extend the time to comply with the insurance filing requirement of the Decision for an additional 60 days from the effective date of this Order.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The letter filed by Larry Lee Clark doing business as Quality Cab & Courier is construed as a request to amend Decision No. C06-0076 and is granted.

2. Larry Lee Clark doing business as Quality Cab & Courier is granted an extension of time of 60 days from the effective date of this Order to comply with the requirements of Decision No. C06-0076.

3. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, re-argument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.
4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
