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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On April 4, 2006 Dashabout Roadrunner, LLC (Dashabout Roadrunner) filed an application for emergency temporary authority to conduct operations as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers and their baggage, in call-and-demand limousine service, between all points in the Counties of Larimer, Logan, Morgan, Phillips, Sedgwick, Washington, Weld, and Yuma, State of Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Denver, Douglas, El Paso, and Jefferson, State of Colorado, on the other hand.
2. Pursuant to § 40-6-120(1), C.R.S., the Commission is authorized to grant temporary authority when "there appears to be an immediate and urgent need to any point or within a territory having no carrier service capable of meeting such need."  Section 40-6-120(4), C.R.S., further states: "If the Commission is of the opinion that an emergency exists, it may issue temporary authority or approval at once by making specific reference in its order to the circumstances constituting the emergency, in which case no notice need be given, but any such emergency authority or approval shall expire no later than thirty days after it was issued."

3. Dashabout Roadrunner, LLC must meet a two-fold test: first, that there is an emergency need for the transportation services, and second, that there is no existing carrier capable of meeting the need.  If Dashabout Roadrunner, LLC fails to meet either test, the application must be denied.

4. Twenty-eight letters were filed in support of this application.  One of the letters was submitted by a resident of Laird, Colorado.  In this letter the author states “I support Dash About Runner Shuttle Company in their efforts to provide Medicaid transportation services in and around the Wray, Colorado area.  The residents of Wray, including myself, have had more problems in the last year with Yuma County Express Bus than I can relate in this letter.  Wray needs this transportation service now.”

5. Four letters were submitted by owners or employees of businesses in the Wray, Colorado, area.  Jim Hinkle of Hinkle’s Insurance Agency states “It has been brought to my attention that numerous eligible Medicaid tax payers are not receiving respectable transportation service in the Wray, Colorado area.  I am strongly urging you to consider allowing a competitive company to offer this service to the Wray area immediately.”  Monte Uyemura, a doctor at the Wray Clinic, states “I support the Dash About shuttle service to transport Medicaid patients in and around the Wray area.  Transportation of patients is an urgent need in our community.”  Sherry Shivley of the McDonald Physical Therapy & Sports Medicine Centers states “We have many elderly and disabled who rely on alternative transportation, which sometimes becomes very costly.  Having another choice would enhance our medical centers, nursing homes, shopping centers, as well as allowing those dependent on transportation to have access to town festivities, selecting their groceries, and socialization which is important in living independently and healthy as possible.”

6. Twenty-three form letters signed by residents of the Wray, Colorado area were also submitted with this application.  The form letter states “I (we) support Dashabout Roadrunner Shuttle Company in their effort to provide Medicaid transportation service in and around the Wray, Colorado area.  Thank you for your consideration to this matter.”

7. In this application, Dashabout Roadrunner requests to provide call-and-demand limousine service between points in the Counties of Larimer, Logan, Morgan, Phillips, Sedgwick, Washington, Weld, and Yuma.  There are no passenger carriers with common or contract carrier authority from this Commission currently providing transportation services in the Counties of Morgan, Phillips, Sedgwick, Washington, and Yuma.  There are passenger carriers with common or contract carrier authority from this Commission currently providing transportation services in the Counties of Larimer, Logan, and Weld.
8. Therefore, the Commission finds that an emergency need for the transportation services requested in this application has not been shown for the Counties of Larimer, Logan, and Weld.

9. The majority of the letters were submitted by residents of Wray, Colorado.  Wray is located in Yuma County.  However, as stated above, the Commission is aware that there are no passenger carriers with common or contract carrier authority currently providing transportation services in the Counties of Morgan, Phillips, Sedgwick, and Washington.
10. Therefore, the Commission finds that Dashabout Roadrunner has shown that an emergency need for the requested transportation service has been shown to exist for a portion of the counties named in this application, and it has not been shown that there is another carrier capable of providing the service.

11. Dashabout Roadrunner has adequate equipment and financial resources to begin immediate service within the scope of the authority sought.

12. This application for emergency temporary authority is in the public interest.

13. Dashabout Roadrunner is advised that the grant of an emergency temporary authority creates no presumption that either a temporary or permanent authority will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Dashabout Roadrunner, LLC is granted emergency temporary authority in part to conduct operations as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for a period of 30 days commencing from the Mailed Date of this Order, with authority as set forth in the Appendix.

2. Dashabout Roadrunner, LLC shall operate in accordance with all applicable Commission rules and regulations.
3. Dashabout Roadrunner, LLC shall not commence operation until it has:  (a) caused proof of insurance or surety bond coverage to be filed with the Commission in accordance with applicable rules; (b) paid to the Commission the applicable vehicle identification fee for each vehicle to be operated under authority granted by the Commission; (c) filed a tariff in compliance with applicable Commission rules, with an effective date no earlier than three days after filing; and (d) received notice in writing from the Commission that it is in compliance and may begin service.
4. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

5. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
