I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the Motion for Extension of Time filed by the City of Commerce City (Commerce City) on April 14, 2006.

2. The Commission ordered Commerce City to file the BNSF Railway Company (BNSF) cost estimate by April 15, 2006 by Decision C06-0251, mailed March 17, 2006.  

3. Commerce City states they have provided BNSF with preemption timing worksheets and received an acknowledgment letter from BNSF dated April 7, 2006.  Commerce City also states that design plans containing revisions addressing comments received at a multi-agency review meeting were provided to BNSF on April 10, 2006.  Commerce City states that, according to BNSF, the cost estimate typically takes 30 days after preemption timing acknowledgement and receipt of design plans by BNSF.  

4. Commerce City requests an extension of time to May 10, 2006 to file the BNSF cost estimate in this proceeding.

5. Now being duly advised in the matter, the Commission finds good cause has been stated and will grant the motion.

II. ORDER

A. THE COMMISSION ORDERS THAT:

1. The Motion for Extension of Time filed by the City of Commerce City is granted.  The City of Commerce City shall be permitted to file a copy of the BNSF Railway Company cost estimate by May 10, 2006.

2. The Commission waives response time to the motion.
