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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the Motion of Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) for Leave to File Initial Brief Three Days Out of Time, for Modification of Briefing Schedule, and Request for Waiver of Response Time.  
2. In Decision No. C06-0255, the Commission established a schedule in this docket for initial briefs to be filed on or before April 10, 2006.  Reply briefs are to be filed on or before April 24, 2006.  Public Service filed its initial brief, with the motion to late-file the brief on April 13, 2006.  Public Service also proposes to extend the reply deadline to May 1, 2006, and requests to waive response time.  
3. Public Service states that it contacted parties who filed briefs including Staff of the Commission, Aquila, Inc., and Kinder Morgan, Inc., and they do not object to the motion.  The Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel, an intervener in this docket who did not file an initial brief, filed a response on April 14, 2006 stating that it does not object to the motion. 

4. As grounds for this extension, Public Service states that it has reviewed cases applicable to this docket back to 1995, and that it needed the extra time in order to review and provide all parties copies of these cases.

5. We find that Public Service demonstrates good cause for its request for an extension of time to file its initial brief and to extend the deadline for reply briefs, and we therefore grant the motion.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion of Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) for Leave to File Initial Brief Three Days Out of Time, for Modification of Briefing Schedule, and Request for Waiver of Response Time is granted.

2. Reply briefs shall be filed on or before May 1, 2006.
