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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion for Leave to File a Reply Brief and for the Commission to Accept the Tendered Reply Brief of Kinder Morgan, Inc. (KMI), filed on April 27, 2006.

2. KMI asks the Commission to allow it to file a reply brief in this matter, which examines the rights of parties under their certificates of public convenience and necessity (CPCNs) related to franchise agreement renewal.

3. This docket concerns some of the most fundamental issues surrounding any utility’s obligations and rights under its CPCN.  Because of the importance of this docket, we believe it advisable to collect as much information and argument as possible.  We therefore grant the motion.

4. For good cause shown, we grant KMI’s motion and accept the tendered reply brief.

II. ORDER

1. Kinder Morgan, Inc.’s motion to file a reply brief is granted.   The Commission accepts its tendered brief.
