I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the Unopposed Motion to Modify the Procedural Schedule and Request for Waiver of Response Time filed by the City of Loveland (Loveland) on April 18, 2006.
2. The Commission ordered Loveland to file a signed construction and maintenance agreement by April 21, 2006 by Decision No. C05-1390, mailed November 23, 2005.  

3. Loveland states they are actively negotiating the Construction and Maintenance Agreement with Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR) and requests additional time within which to file an executed copy of the final agreement. 

4. Loveland and UPRR believe they will be able to file the signed Construction and Maintenance Agreement with the Commission on or before June 21, 2006.

5. Loveland states it has conferred with UPRR counsel and that UPRR does not object to the relief sought.  Loveland requests response time to the motion be waived.
6. Now being duly advised in the matter, the Commission finds good cause has been stated and will grant the motion.
II. ORDER

A. THE COMMISSION ORDERS THAT:

1. The Motion for Extension of Time filed by the City of Loveland is granted.  The City of Loveland shall be permitted to file a copy of the signed construction and maintenance agreement with Union Pacific Railroad Company by June 21, 2006.
2. The Commission waives response time to the motion.
