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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On March 31, 2006, Qwest Communications Corporation (Company) filed an Application for Deregulation of intraLATA Interexchange Telecommunications Services (intraLATA toll) pursuant to § 40-15-306, C.R.S.

2. Notice of the filing of the application was required to be posted on the Commission's web site no later than April 3, 2006.  However, due to an administrative error, notice of the application was not posted.
3. In order to cure this inadvertent failure, we find it most expeditious to notice the application on a less-than-statutory basis with the notice period being for a period of seven days.  Staff of the Commission has consulted with the Company regarding this matter and represents that the Company has no concerns with the less-than-statutory treatment.
4. Upon the Commission’s own motion, we provide for expedited treatment of the application on less-than-statutory notice.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Commission on its own motion grants less-than-statutory notice for the application of Qwest Communications Corporation.

2. Notice of the application shall be for a period of seven days from the effective date of this Order.
