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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) for consideration of a request for an extension of time to comply with the requirements of Decision No. R06-0102 filed by Zinnah Financial Group, Inc., doing business as Blessed Investment Transportation & Community Services (Blessed Investment Transportation).
2. Blessed Investment Transportation filed an application on December 1, 2005 for permanent authority to conduct operations as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers and their baggage between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Denver, Douglas, and Larimer, State of Colorado.  The application was restricted was follows: (A) to providing transportation services for LogistiCare, 3989 E. Arapahoe Road, Suite 120, Centennial, Colorado 80122; and (B) to the transportation of passengers who are recipients of Medicaid.

3. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on December 12, 2005.

4. Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. (Shamrock Taxi), and Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and/or Boulder Yellow Cab (Colorado Cab Company) filed interventions to this application.
5. On January 19, 2006 Blessed Investment Transportation and Colorado Cab Company filed a Stipulation for Restrictive Amendment and Conditional Withdrawal of Intervention.

6. On January 20, 2006 Shamrock Taxi filed a Contingent Withdrawal.

7. The Contingent Withdrawal of Intervention filed by Colorado Cab Company and the restrictive amendments proposed by Blessed Investment Transportation, and the Contingent Withdrawal filed by Shamrock Taxi were granted by an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) in Recommended Decision No. R06-0102 (Recommended Decision) on February 7, 2006.
8. The Recommended Decision required that Blessed Investment Transportation file an appropriate tariff, a certificate of insurance, and pay the issuance fee and the annual vehicle identification fee.  The ALJ stated that Blessed Investment Transportation could not begin operations until these requirements had been met, and that “if Blessed Investment Transportation does not comply with these requirements within 60-days of the effective date of this Order, the authority granted to Blessed Investment Transportation shall be void.  

9. Decision No. R06-0102 becomes effective as a Decision of the Commission on April 28, 2006.  Therefore, Blessed Investment Transportation filed its request within the 60 day period granted by Decision No. R06-0102.
10. A review of Commission records shows that as of April 25, 2006 Blessed Investment Transportation had not completed any of the requirements named in Decision No. R06-0102.

11. In the letter filed on April 17, 2006 Zinnah Marshall, the owner of Blessed Investment Transportation, states “We write to request an Extension of Forty Five days to file the necessary requirements of the Commission.  We are in the process of acquiring the requisite mobility vehicles for our operations, but the process has taken longer than expected, the additional days will allow us to acquire the vehicles to begin operations.”

12. The Commission finds that good cause has been shown to extend the time to comply with the filing requirements of the Recommended Decision for an additional 60 days from the effective date of this Order.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The letter filed by Zinnah Financial Group, Inc., doing business as Blessed Investment Transportation & Community Services is construed as a request to amend Decision No. R06-0102 and is granted.

2. Zinnah Financial Group, Inc., doing business as Blessed Investment Transportation & Community Services is granted an extension of time of 60 days from the effective date of this Order to comply with the requirements of Recommended Decision No. R06-0102.

3. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, re-argument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
