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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings of Fact, and Conclusions
1. On April 21, 2006, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed Advice Letter No. 1455 – Electric, to become effective May 1, 2006.  Public Service seeks to revise a portion of its Rules and Regulations and General Terms and Conditions, or more specifically, tariff provisions concerning restoration of service and records on customer complaints, in Public Service’s P.U.C. No. 7 – Electric tariff on file with the Commission. 
2. Public Service represents that this advice letter is the first of several filings Public Service will make to bring its electric tariff into compliance with the Commission’s new rules pursuant to the overall repeal and reenactment effort by the Commission to revise and recodify the Commission rules in effect.  Such rules became effective pursuant to Decision No. C05-1081 on April 1, 2006.  
3. Rule 3109 of Commission’s Rules Regulating Electric Utilities, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-3, sets forth the filing requirements of new or changed tariffs and provides that notice be made in accordance with Rule 1206 of Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.
4. Rule 1206(e) requires any utility filing a tariff change other than one requesting less than statutory notice shall provide notice in accordance with § 40-3-104(1), C.R.S. 

5. Under§ 40-3-104(1), C.R.S., a utility is required to provide the Commission and the public at least thirty days notice prior to any change in any rate.  Public Service’s filing of this advice letter on April 21, 2006 to become effective May 1, 2006 failed to provide the requisite 30-day notice to the Commission or the public prior to the change in the tariff.
6. The Commission may, pursuant to Rule 1305 of 4 CCR 723-1 and § 40-6-111(3), C.R.S., reject any proposed tariff, price list, or time schedule that is not submitted in the form required by statute or the Commission's orders or rules.  Any tariff rejected by the Commission shall be void and shall not be effective.
7. Due to the deficiencies identified above, we reject proposed Sheet Nos. R23, R27, and R30 in Colorado P.U.C. No. 7 – Electric, filed by Public Service on April 21, 2006 in Advice Letter No. 1455 - Electric.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Advice Letter 1455 – Electric, with accompanying tariff sheets, filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on April 21, 2006, is rejected. 
2. Public Service Company of Colorado is directed to resubmit proposed tariff sheets in compliance with Decision No. C05-1081, within 30 days after the effective date of this order, consistent with the above discussion.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
