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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement

1. On May 4, 2006 Golden West Commuter, LLC filed an application for emergency temporary approval to abandon its lease of Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC Nos. 50790, 52940, 55363, and 55519 pending Commission consideration of the related applications to temporarily and permanently lease the certificate.
2. On April 28, 2005 Schafer-Schonewill & Associates, Inc. doing business as Englewood Express &/or Wolf Express Shuttle (Englewood Express), filed an application, in Docket No. 05A-195CP, for approval to lease Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC Nos. 50790, 52940, 55363, and 55519 to Golden West Commuter, LLC (Golden West).  The lease was for the period from May 16, 2005 through May 16, 2008.
3. The Commission granted the application filed by Englewood Express to lease CPCN PUC Nos. 50790, 52940, 55363, and 55519 to Golden West on June 22, 2006 in Decision No. C05-0750.

B. Findings of Fact

4. John Brunel, the General Manager of Golden West Commuter, LLC, filed an Affidavit with this application.  In this Affidavit, Mr. Brunel discusses at length his dissatisfaction with the contractual agreement that was entered into by Golden West Commuter, LLC and Englewood Express to lease CPCN PUC Nos. 50790, 52940, 55363, and 55519.  Mr. Brunel does acknowledge that his dissatisfaction with the contract is not an issue that can be resolved by the Commission.  Mr. Brunel states, “Golden West recognizes that this issue is one for the Courts to decide.”
5. Mr. Brunel also states: “The lease provides for termination by either party for any or no cause within the 13th month of the lease, subject only to PUC approval and 10 days written notice to the other party.  According to the terms of the lease, it starts on the day the PUC approved the lease, which was May 4, 2005.  The 13th month accordingly starts May 4, 2006.”

6. Englewood Express, on April 28, 2006, filed a Motion To Cancel, Terminate, Or Revoke Commission Decision No. C05-0570 Approving Lease Of Certificates Of Public Convenience From Wolf Express To Golden West.  Therefore, both parties to the leases have filed requests to cancel or abandon the lease of the named certificates.
C. Conclusions

7. The Commission finds that Golden West Commuter, LLC has shown good cause to abandon its leases, as granted by Decision No. C05-0750, of CPCN PUC Nos. 50790, 52940, 55363, and 55519.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application for emergency temporary approval filed by Golden West Commuter, LLC to abandon its lease of Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC Nos. 50790, 52940, 55363, an 55519 is granted.

2. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
