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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a motion to shorten response time and a motion to extend the deadline for filing witness lists and exhibits filed by Vail Summit Resorts, Inc., doing business as Keystone Resort, Inc. (Keystone).  The request to shorten response time to Keystone’s Motion to Strike the Intervention Request (Motion to Strike) filed by Craig C. Suwinski (Mr. Suwinski), is part of a larger filing wherein Keystone requests authority to extend operations under contract carrier permit No. B-9862.
2. Keystone requests to shorten the response time to the Motion to Strike to Friday, May 12, 2006, and to extend the deadline for filing its list of witnesses and exhibits to five (5) days after the resolution of the Motion to Strike. Currently, Keystone is scheduled to file its list of witnesses and exhibits on Monday, May 15, 2006.  Keystone contends that Mr. Suwinski’s participation in this docket may have an impact on the witness list and exhibits to be filed, and therefore requests that the deadline for filing its list of witnesses and exhibits be extended pending resolution of the Motion to Strike. Keystone also requests that the response time to this Motion to Strike be shortened to allow them sufficient time to prepare for the June 12, 2006 hearing once the parties to the proceeding are defined.  
3. We find good cause to grant Keystone’s request to shorten response to May 12, 2006, and to extend the deadline for filing witness list and exhibits to five days after the resolution of the Motion to Strike.  
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request by Vail Summit Resorts, Inc., doing business as Keystone Resort, Inc., to shorten response time to their Motion to Strike the Intervention Request (Motion to Strike) filed by Craig C. Suwinski to Friday, May 12, 2006, and to extend the deadline for filing witness lists and exhibits within five days pending the resolution of their Motion to Strike, is granted.
2. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
