I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On March 20, 2006 Estes Park Express, Ltd. (Estes Park Express), filed an application for permanent authority to extend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 54696 to include the transportation of passengers and their baggage, in scheduled and charter service, between all points in the City and County of Broomfield, State of Colorado, and the City of Westminster, State of Colorado, on the one hand, and between said points, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, Denver, Colorado, on the other hand.
2. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on April 3, 2006.  The Commission set this matter for hearing on June 8, 2006.

3. Connex Transit, Inc. doing business as Boulder SuperShuttle and/or Boulder Airporter and/or Boulder Airport Shuttle and/or Boulder Express Shuttle and SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. filed an Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention by Right to this application.
4. The Commission received a letter from James I. Chappell, the President of Estes Park Express, Ltd. on May 9, 2006.  In his letter, Mr. Chappell requests that this application be dismissed.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request of James I. Chappell to dismiss this application is construed as a Motion to withdraw the application and is granted.
2. The application filed by Estes Park Express, Ltd. for permanent authority to extend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 54696 is dismissed and Docket No. 06A-146CP is closed.

3. The hearing set for June 8, 2006 is vacated.

4. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, re-argument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.
