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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an Application for Rehearing, Reargument, or Reconsideration (RRR) of Commission Decision No. C06-0307 (Decision) filed on April 19, 2006 by Ralph Elsell, doing business as Ralph Limousine Service (Ralph Limousine).

B. Background

2. Ralph Limousine was charged with violating 49 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) Part 391.51(a) on one occasion, 49 CFR Part 396.3(b)(1) on two occasions, 49 CFR Part 396.3(b)(2) on two occasions, and 49 CFR Part 396.11(a) on five occasions.  Ralph Limousine was issued a Civil Penalty Assessment Notice and fined $2,000.  

3. In our Decision, we reduced the fine to $1,000, stipulating that Ralph Limousine shall pay the penalty in full or through monthly payments of not less than $100 over the next ten months.  We also stated that failure to comply with this requirement will reinstate the full penalty of $2,000.  

C. Discussion

4. In its Application for RRR, Ralph Limousine asks the Commission to defer the $1,000 payment for a set period of time, and, if at the end of that time there are no further violations, the fine will be waived.

5. Ralph Limousine does not dispute the violations charged against him, however, he again argues that the penalty assessed against him imposes an unreasonable hardship on his business and family.  


6. Ralph Limousine does not offer any new arguments and we have already significantly reduced the fine.  We will not ignore our duty to protect the health and safety of the traveling public and do not condone Ralph Limousine’s failure to comply with the safety rules.  Therefore, we deny Ralph Limousine’s RRR in its entirety.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Application for Rehearing, Reargument, or Reconsideration of Decision No. C06-0307 filed by Ralph Elsell, doing business as Ralph Limousine Service, on April 19, 2006, is denied in its entirety, consistent with the discussion above.  

2. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
