I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) for consideration of a request filed by Golden West Commuter, LLC for a ten day shortened notice period in Docket No. 06A-268CP.

2. On May 4, 2006, Golden West Commuter, LLC filed an application seeking approval to abandon its lease of Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC Nos. 50790, 52940, 55363, and 55519.  In this filing, Golden West Commuter, LLC also requested a shortened 10 day public notice period on the application for permanent approval of the abandonment of the lease.

3. The Commission found that Golden West Commuter, LLC had provided good cause to waive the 30 day notice requirement of Rule 1401 (a) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1 (Intervention) and granted Golden West Commuter, LLC’s request for the ten-day shortened notice period on May 12, 2006 in Decision No. C06-0561.
4. Golden West Commuter, LLC’s application to abandon its lease of CPCN PUC Nos. 50790, 52940, 55363, and 55519 was noticed in the Commission’s Notice Of Applications Filed that was mailed on May 15, 2006.  Inadvertently, the statement (Petitions to intervene in this application must be filed with the Commission within ten (10) days from the date of this notice.) advising the public that interventions to Docket No. 06A-268CP must be filed within 10 days of May 15, 2006 was not included in the Notice.
5. Therefore to correct this error, Docket No. 06A-268CP will be re-noticed, and the notice period will be shortened from 30 days to 5 days.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That

1. The notice period for Docket No. 06A-268CP as filed by Golden West Commuter, LLC is shortened to 5 days.
2. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, re-argument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
