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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) for consideration of a request filed by Loretta Lucero for an extension of time to comply with the requirements of Decision No. C06-0178 (Decision).

2. Richard J. Calvert doing business as Top of the Rockies Taxi Service (Top of the Rockies Taxi) filed an application on January 17, 2006 for approval to transfer Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55718 to Loretta Lucero.

3. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on January 23, 2006.
4. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in the proceeding was filed within the 30-day period allowed by rule 1401(a) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.
5. The Commission granted the transfer application on March 2, 2006 in Decision No. C06-0178.
6. The Decision required that Loretta Lucero file an appropriate tariff, a certificate of insurance, and pay the issuance fee and the annual vehicle identification fee.  The Order stated that Loretta Lucero could not begin operations until these requirements had been met.  The Order also stated that “if Loretta Lucero does not comply with these requirements within 60-days of the effective date of this Order, the authority granted to Loretta Lucero shall be void.  On good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance.”

7. The Decision became effective on its mailed date of March 2, 2006.  Therefore, Loretta Lucero had until May 1, 2006 to comply with the requirements of the Decision.
8. A review of Commission records on May 25, 2006 shows that Loretta Lucero has completed all the requirements named in the Decision except for filing the certificate of insurance.
9. In the letter filed on May 22, 2006 Loretta Lucero asks for an extension of time until May 15, 2006 to file the required proof of insurance.  The Commission received a facsimile of the same letter from Ms. Lucero on May 1, 2006.  Ms. Lucero did not realize she was required to mail an original of the letter until contacted by Commission staff on May 17, 2006.
10. The Commission finds that good cause has been shown to extend the time to comply with the insurance filing requirement of the Decision for an additional 60 days from the effective date of this Order.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The letter filed by Loretta Lucero is construed as a request to amend Decision No. C06-0178 and is granted.

2. Loretta Lucero is granted an extension of time of 60 days from the effective date of this Order to comply with the requirements of Decision No. C06-0178.
3. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, re-argument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.
4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
