I. statement  
1. On February 28, 2006, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) filed Advice Letter No. 665-Gas.  By Decision No. C06-0301, the Commission suspended the effective date of the tariffs filed with Advice Letter No. 665-Gas, established May 1, 2006 as the deadline for the filing of motions to intervene, and referred the matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for the Commission.

2. Notices to Intervene were timely filed by the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) and Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff).  

3. By Decision No. R06-0557-I, Atmos Energy Corporation (Atmos), Seminole Energy Services, LLC (Seminole), and Climax Molybdenum Company (Climax) were granted intervention.

4. On May 26, 2006, the Unopposed Motion of Public Service Company of Colorado to Vacate and Reset Hearing Dates and for Modification of the Procedural Schedule and Request for Waiver of Response Time (Motion) was filed.

5. By the Motion, Public Service seeks to modify the procedural schedule and reschedule the hearing date ordered in Decision No. R06-0557-I.  Public Service describes unforeseen circumstances necessitating the delay and proposes a new procedural schedule and hearing date. 

6. On May 19, 2006, the Unopposed Motion of Public Service Company of Colorado for a Two Business Day extension of Time to File Direct Testimony and Exhibits and Request for Waiver of Response Time was filed.  Public Service withdraws this pending motion because the relief sought is superceded by the Motion.

7. Counsel for Public Service is authorized to represent that no party opposes the requested procedural modification in its motion. Accordingly, a waiver of response time is requested.

8. The modified procedural and hearing schedule proposed is acceptable to the ALJ and will govern this docket as Ordered below.  

9. Good cause having been shown for the unopposed motion, it will be granted.  The remainder of the procedural matters addressed in Decision No. R06-0557-I are not affected and continue to govern this proceeding.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Response time to the Unopposed Motion of Public Service Company of Colorado to Vacate and Reset Hearing Dates and for Modification of the Procedural Schedule and Request for Waiver of Response Time is waived.

2. The Unopposed Motion of Public Service Company of Colorado for a Two Business Day extension of Time to File Direct Testimony and Exhibits and Request for Waiver of Response Time is withdrawn.

3. The Unopposed Motion of Public Service Company of Colorado to Vacate and Reset Hearing Dates and for Modification of the Procedural Schedule and Request for Waiver of Response Time is granted.
