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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of Advice Letter No. 665-Gas – Amended, filed on May 22, 2006 by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company).  The purpose of this filing is to amend the effective date of tariffs so that the statutory suspension period can be extended by 34 days.  The 120-day suspension period, pursuant to § 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., is then extended from July 29, 2006, to September 1, 2006.  If the Commission further extends the suspension period by an additional 90 days, the amended tariffs would be suspended for 210 days through November 30, 2006.
2. On February 28, 2006, Public Service filed Advice Letter No. 665 - Gas.  By Decision No. C06-0301 the Commission suspended the tariffs attached to Advice Letter No. 665–Gas for 120 days, until July 29, 2006.

B. Findings of Fact

3. The Commission finds that consideration of this docket warrants a further extension of the effective date of tariffs, as proposed by the Company.  By suspending the amended effective date, we extend the 120-day suspension period to September 1, 2006.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The effective date of the tariffs filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on February 28, 2006, with Advice Letter No. 665-Gas - Amended is suspended for 120 days until September 1, 2006, or until further order of the Commission.

2. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
