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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On May 19, 2006 MEYLO, Inc., doing business as Big Sky Airport Shuttle (Big Sky Airport Shuttle) filed an application for authority to publish 1st Revised Page 8 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 18 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.

2. On May 30, 2006 by Decision No. C06-0627 in Docket No. 06A-253CP, Schafer-Schonewill & Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express &/or Wolf Express Shuttle (Englewood Express), was granted temporary approval to allow Big Sky Airport Shuttle to assume operational control of Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC Nos. 50790, 52940, 55363 and 55519.
3. On June 23, 2005 Englewood Express was granted the authority to lease CPCN PUC Nos. 50790, 52940, 55363 and 55519 to Golden West Commuter, LLC by Decision No. C05-0750 in Docket No. 05A-195CP.  Englewood Express and Golden West Commuter, LLC filed applications in May of 2006 to cancel the lease of these certificates.  The cancellation of these leases was granted by the Commission on May 25, 2006 by Decision No. C06-0625 in Docket No. 06A-268CP.
4. The authorities named in CPCN’s PUC Nos. 50790, 52940, and 55363 allow the holder of these certificates to provide scheduled and call-and-demand limousine service between points in the Denver metropolitan area and Denver International Airport.  The tariff filed by Englewood Express for these certificates divided the Denver metropolitan area into various geographic zones.  In its tariff, Englewood Express named scheduled and call-and-demand limousine fares between each of the zones and Denver International Airport.

5. Golden West Commuter, LLC on January 23, 2006 filed changes to Englewood Express tariff that named the rates and fares for the authorities included in CPCN’s PUC Nos. 50790, 52940, and 55363.  The tariff filed by Golden West Commuter, LLC established fares to or from Denver International Airport based on the zip code of a passenger’s origin or destination.  Golden West Commuter, LLC’s tariff became effective on March 21, 2006.
6. Big Sky Airport Shuttle, in this application, is proposing to return to the geographic zone based system similar the system previously submitted by Englewood Express.  The scheduled and call-and-demand fares named in this application are the same as or less than the fares named in the tariff filed by Golden West Commuter, LLC that became effective on March 21, 2006.
7. In support of this application Noureddine Loraoui, the manager of Big Sky Airport Shuttle states “Golden West Commuter, LLC had its rates based on a zip code system.  However, Big Sky Airport Shuttle has been and is currently using a zone system as determinant of fares.  By the copy of the proposed tariff, attached hereto, Big Sky Airport Shuttle proposes to make the transportation service more efficient, cheaper, and better suited to the public demand for the service.  Under the zone system of Big Sky Airport Shuttle, the fares are cheaper than they were under the zone system of the zip code system of the previous leaser of the authorities.  This system is also more practical and convenient.”

8. Pursuant to Rule 6207(k) of the Commission's Rules Regulating Transportation By Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, the Commission may, for good cause shown, allow a common carrier to change tariffs or time schedules on less than 30 days notice.

9. The Commission finds that Big Sky Airport Shuttle has shown good cause for the approval of the proposed changes in Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 18 and that the application to file the tariff on less than 30 days notice should be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application of MEYLO, Inc., doing business Big Sky Airport Shuttle to publish 1st Revised Page 8 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 18 on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

2. MEYLO, Inc., doing business Big Sky Shuttle shall publish 1st Revised Page 8 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 18 on not less than one day’s notice to the Commission and the general public.

3. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, re-argument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.
4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
