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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. In 1990, the Legislature established the Colorado Low-Income Telephone Assistance Program (Fund or LITAP), also called Lifeline.  See § 40-3.4-101 et seq., C.R.S.  In 1991, the Commission adopted Rules Prescribing the Procedures for Administering the Low-Income Telephone Assistance Fund.  4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2-2800.  Rule 2804 provides for the reimbursement to basic local exchange telecommunications providers from the Fund, as well as for the remittance of any excess collections by providers to the Fund.  In addition, Rule 2805(d) provides:

Upon collecting the uniform charge, each provider may retain, from the total charges collected, an amount sufficient to reimburse such provider for its provision of low-income telephone assistance.  If the total collected is in excess of the amount sufficient to reimburse the provider, the provider shall remit the excess to the Low-Income Telephone Assistance Fund.  If the total collected is insufficient to reimburse the provider, the provider shall request reimbursement from the State Treasurer, who shall debit the same to the Low-Income Telephone Assistance Fund.

2. The Commission has established the Fund with the State Treasurer and is acting in the capacity of Administrator of the Fund.  The Commission has received requests for reimbursement or reports of excess collections from providers of basic local exchange telecommunications services that have LITAP tariffs on file.

3. At its Weekly Meeting on June 14, 2006, the Commission discussed the review of the 2005 annual Low-Income Telephone Program Reports.  As a result of this review, the Commission finds that the following telecommunications providers shall receive reimbursement for its provision of low-income telephone assistance in the amounts as stated:

4. One Point Communications – Colorado, doing business as Verizon Avenue over-paid the Fund $1,053.14 on October 13, 2004.  Payments into the Fund for upcoming quarters could be taken against this balance until the credit was zero.  One Point Communications – Colorado did not take payments in subsequent quarters against this balance, therefore the over-payment will be refunded to One Point Communications – Colorado.

5. Futurum Communications Corporation over-paid the Fund $37.20 for September 2005.  In addition to the over-payment, Futurum Communications Corporation filed an incorrect form that calculated the surcharge per line at $0.12 while its customers were assessed the correct uniform charge of $0.07.  This resulted in an overpayment of $44.90.  The payment of $82.10 will be refunded to Futurum Communications Corporation.

6. WWC Holding Co., Inc., a subsidiary of Alltel Communications, Inc., did not reduce the uniform charge as ordered in C05-0550 and has over collected and paid $9,545.60 to the Fund.  WWC Holding Co., Inc. will reimburse its customers the excess uniform charge collected and payment to the Fund will be refunded to WWC Holding Co., Inc. for stated purpose.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Pursuant to § 40-3.4-108(1), C.R.S., and Rules 2804 and 2805 of the Commission’s Rules Prescribing the Procedures for Administering the Low-Income telephone Assistance Fund, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2, the providers listed below shall receive reimbursements from the Colorado Low-Income Telephone Assistance Program (Fund) totaling $223,368.17 for calendar year 2005.

2. One Point Communications – Colorado doing business as Verizon Avenue shall be reimbursed $1,053.14 from the Fund.

3. Futurum Communications Corporation shall be reimbursed $82.10 from the Fund.

4. WWC Holding Co., Inc., a subsidiary of Alltel Communications, Inc., shall be reimbursed $9,545.60 from the Fund to be credited to its customers.

5. The Commission may enter subsequent orders should the amounts in this Order change.

6. The 20-day time-period provided for by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration begins on the first day after the mailing of this Order.
