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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Background
1. This matter comes before the Commission for the consideration of Futurum Communications Corporation’s (Futurum) exceptions to Decision No. R06-0535 (Recommended Decision) of Administrative Law Judge G. Harris Adams (ALJ) Revoking Certificates and Registrations Pursuant to Order to Show Cause. 
2. In the Recommended Decision, the ALJ found that certain telecommunications companies, including Futurum, had failed to file a verified accounting of their retail revenues, and such other revenues as the Colorado High Cost Fund administrator shall request for purposes of determining contributions and disbursements pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-41-7.1 (now found at 4 CCR 723-2-2846).  Companies whose annual contribution to the High Cost Fund that is calculated to be less than $10,000 can alternatively file only that portion of the High Cost Fund worksheet that certifies their de minimis status. This information was due on or before September 1, 2005 for the reporting period of January 1, 2005 through June 30, 2005.

3. The ALJ found that the named companies violated Commission rules and failed to file the required information prior to September 1, 2005.  The ALJ concluded that the Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCNs) of those named companies should be revoked.  However, in Ordering Paragraph No. 3, the ALJ allowed the named companies to file worksheets prior to the effective date of his decision and stated that if this action is taken the revocation(s) will be void and the case dismissed.
4. On May 23, 2006, Futurum filed exceptions to the Recommended Decision and stated that it filed its High Cost Fund worksheet on May 23, 2006 for the period January 1, 2005 through June 30, 2005.  Futurum represents that legal counsel for Staff of the Commission does not oppose the filing of the exceptions. 

5. Futurum asks that we enter an order vacating Decision No. R06-0535 for Futurum and terminate the proceeding. 

B. Discussion

6. The ALJ allowed for the late filing of the High Cost Fund worksheets at issue in this show cause proceeding.  Futurum availed itself of that allowance and late-filed its worksheet for the time period in question.  Consequently we find good cause to grant Futurum’s exceptions, reinstate its CPCN, and terminate the proceeding as it related to Futurum.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Futurum Communications Corporation’s (Futurum) exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R06-0535 are granted consistent with the discussion above.

2. Futurum’s Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity is reinstated.

3. The proceedings are terminated in this Docket as related to Futurum.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
