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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an Unopposed Motion for an Order Modifying the Procedural Deadlines Set Forth in Decision No. C06-0322 and Request for Waiver of Response Time, filed by Staff of the Commission (Staff) on June 21, 2006.  By Decision No. C06-0322 we established the procedural schedule for this docket.  Staff proposes to extend the deadlines for Answer Testimony and Rebuttal and Cross-Answer Testimony.  Staff also proposes to revise the associated discovery deadlines.

2. As a basis for Staff’s request to waive response time, Staff states that it attempted to confer with all parties and proposes dates based on these discussions.  We find good cause to grant the request to waive response time.

3. Staff states that the Colorado Office of Energy Management and Conservation (OEMC) is conducting an analysis of Public Service Company of Colorado’s Energy Savings Partners Program, and requests an extension of time to file Answer Testimony in order to include the results of the OEMC analysis in testimony.  Staff also proposes to extend the deadline for Rebuttal and Cross-Answer Testimony.  Staff requests that the Commission extend the Answer Testimony deadline from June 30, 2006 to July 19, 2006, and the Rebuttal and Cross-Answer Testimony deadline from July 31, 2006 to August 10, 2006.  

4. Staff proposes to revise the discovery deadline to establish a seven-day response time to discovery related to Answer Testimony.
5. We find that it would be productive to extend the dates so that the OEMC analysis can be included in Answer Testimony, and therefore find good cause to grant the motion.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Unopposed Motion for an Order Modifying the Procedural Deadlines Set Forth in Decision No. C06-0322, filed by Staff of the Commission on June 21, 2006, is granted.  Response time is waived.

2. The deadline for filing Answer Testimony is extended to July 19, 2006, and the deadline for filing Rebuttal and Cross-Answer Testimony is extended to August 10, 2006.  

3. Response time to discovery is seven days for discovery related to Answer Testimony.
4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
