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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) for consideration of a request for an extension of time to comply with the requirements of Decision No. C06-0626 filed by Pattie Braden and Robert Braden, doing business as Montrose Transit Authority and Pattie Jo Braden, doing business as Montrose Transit Authority.

2. Pattie Braden and Robert Braden, doing business as Montrose Transit Authority filed an application on April 10, 2006 for approval to transfer Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55750 to Pattie Jo Braden, doing business as Montrose Transit Authority.

3. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on April 17, 2006.

4. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding was filed.  Pursuant to § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., this matter was determined without a hearing.

5. The Commission granted the application for permanent approval of the transfer of CPCN PUC No. 55750 on May 25, 2006 in Decision No. C06-0626.

6. Decision No. C06-0626 required that Pattie Braden and Robert Braden, doing business as Montrose Transit Authority file a terminating annual report from the first of January to the date of this Order.

7. Decision No. C06-0626 also required that Pattie Jo Braden, doing business as Montrose Transit Authority: (A) cause proof of insurance or surety bond coverage to be filed with the Commission in accordance with applicable rules; (B) pay to the Commission the applicable vehicle identification fee for each vehicle to be operated under authority granted by the Commission; (C) file an adoption notice that adopts as its own the currently effective tariff of Pattie Braden and Robert Braden, doing business as Montrose Transit Authority; (D) pay the applicable issuance fee; (E) file an acceptance of transfer form, executed by both Pattie Braden and Robert Braden, doing business as Montrose Transit Authority and Pattie Jo Braden, doing business as Montrose Transit Authority; and (f) receive notice in writing from the Commission that it is in compliance and may begin service.

8. The Order stated that Pattie Jo Braden, doing business as Montrose Transit Authority could not begin operations until these requirements had been met.  The Order also stated that “if Pattie Braden and Robert Braden, doing business as Montrose Transit Authority and Pattie Jo Braden, doing business as Montrose Transit Authority does not comply with these requirements within 60-days of the effective date of this Order, the approval to transfer Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55750 shall be void.  On good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance.”

9. Decision No. C06-0626 became effective on its mailed date of May 25, 2006.  Therefore, Pattie Braden and Robert Braden, doing business as Montrose Transit Authority and Pattie Jo Braden, doing business as Montrose Transit Authority has until July 24, 2006 to comply with the requirements of Decision. No. C06-0626.
10. A review of Commission records on June 26, 2006 showed that Pattie Braden and Robert Braden, doing business as Montrose Transit Authority and Pattie Jo Braden, doing business as Montrose Transit Authorit have not completed any of the requirements named in Decision No. C06-0626.
11. The Commission received a letter from Larry Braden, the Operations Manager of Pattie Jo Braden, doing business as Montrose Transit Authority, on June 21, 2006.  In this letter, Mr. Braden requests additional time to meet the filing requirements of Decision No. C06-0626.  In support of the extension request, Mr. Braden states “All requirements (asked for in Docket No. 06A-205CP-Transfer) for the transfer are completed and on my desk, ready to be mailed to the Public Utilities Commission for approval, except the proof of insurance certificate.  We have current proper insurance coverage and all premiums are paid. Our insurance company is being very slow and stated it would be approximately August 4, 2006 before I would have the proper papers in my hand.  If I insist it being sooner it will cost our company about $3,000 for double insurance coverage of our taxis for about two weeks.”
12. The Commission finds that good cause has been shown to grant Pattie Braden and Robert Braden, doing business as Montrose Transit Authority and Pattie Jo Braden, doing business as Montrose Transit Authority an extension of time to comply with the filing requirements of Decision C06-0626.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The letter filed by Pattie Jo Braden, doing business as Montrose Transit Authority is construed as a request to amend Decision No. C06-0626 and is granted.

2. Pattie Braden and Robert Braden, doing business as Montrose Transit Authority and Pattie Jo Braden, doing business as Montrose Transit Authority are granted an extension of time of 60 days from the effective date of this Order to comply with the requirements of Decision No. C06-0626.

3. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, re-argument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.
4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
