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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission’s (Staff) Verification Report to Public Service Company of Colorado’s (Public Service) Performance-Based Regulatory (PBR) Plan Adjustment for 2005 filed on June 19, 2006.

2. Staff states that it does not challenge Public Service’s claim that there was insufficient earnings to reach the sharing threshold established in the PBR.  It agrees with Public Service that the PBR rider should remain at zero.  Staff does not request a hearing.  Lastly, it recommends that the Commission accept Public Service’s 2005 Earnings Test.

3. Now, being fully advised in the matter, we accept the Staff report and find that no further action is needed regarding Public Service’s Performance-Based Regulatory Plan Adjustment for 2005.  As a result, we close this docket.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. We accept Staff of the Commission’s report.

2. No further action is required and the docket is now closed.
