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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1.
This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of joint exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R06-0695 (Recommended Decision) filed by Colorado Mobility, Inc., (Colorado Mobility) and Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and/or Boulder Yellow Cab (Yellow Cab).  
B.
Background

2.
On March 30, 2006, Colorado Mobility filed an application seeking permanent authority to extend operations under Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9810.  Yellow Cab timely filed interventions in the proceeding.
3.
On May 23, 2006, Yellow Cab filed a motion to dismiss the application based on Colorado Mobility’s failure to timely file and serve its list of witnesses and copies of its exhibits.  
4.
Colorado Mobility did not respond to Yellow Cab’s motion, nor did it subsequently produce its list of witnesses and exhibits.  Nevertheless, Colorado Mobility and Yellow Cab engaged in settlement discussions and were able to reach an agreement.  

5.
On June 14, 2006, the Colorado Mobility and Yellow Cab jointly filed a Stipulation for Restrictive Amendment and Conditional Withdrawal of Intervention and Motion for Approval (Stipulation).  However, on June 13, 2006, unknown to Colorado Mobility and Yellow Cab, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) issued his Recommended Decision which dismissed the application on the basis of Colorado Mobility’s failure to disclose its witnesses and exhibits.  
C.
Discussion

6.
Colorado Mobility and Yellow Cab argue that in the interest of the Commission’s policies encouraging settlement and administrative efficiency, a remand of this case to the ALJ would be more effective than requiring Colorado Mobility to file a new application that incorporates the terms of the Stipulation. 
7.
We find that the relief requested is efficient and promotes our settlement policies pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations, 723-1-1408.  We, therefore grant the joint exceptions to the Recommend Decision. 
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Colorado Mobility, Inc. and Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as, Denver Yellow Cab and/or Boulder Yellow Cab (Parties) exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R06-0695 is granted consistent with the above discussion.

2. Recommended Decision No. R06-0695 and the Stipulation for Restrictive Amendment and Conditional Withdrawal of Intervention and Motion for Approval reached between the Parties are remanded to the Administrative Law Judge consistent with the discussion above.
3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Mailed Dated of this Order.

4. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
