I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Petition for Leave to Intervene filed by Holy Cross Energy (Holy Cross) on May 25, 2006.

2. In its petition for intervention in this investigatory docket, Holy Cross states that at this time, it does not intend to present suggestions, or questions, but may wish to present suggestions or comments in the future.

3. In Decision No. C06-0302, the Commission set May 29, 2006, as the deadline for submitting comments addressing issues on which the Commission requested information.  In that decision, the Commission indicated that future proceedings could be held related to the subject of this docket.

4. Because this docket is investigative in nature, and serves as a repository for information collected by the Commission, there is no service list, and entities submitting comments were not required to serve their comments on anyone else.
