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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion for an Extension of Time to file its Application to Continue the Energy Cost Adjustment, filed by Aquila, Inc., doing business as Aquila Networks – WPC (Aquila) on June 30, 2006.
2. Aquila, by its motion, requests that the Commission grant an extension of one month within which to file its application 

3. In Decision No. C04-0999 in Docket No. 04S-035E the Commission approved a Settlement Agreement which created a new Energy Cost Adjustment (ECA) clause for Aquila and approved ECA tariffs.  By approving the settlement, the Commission directed Aquila to file by July 1, 2006, an application to continue the ECA beyond 2006, or for implementation of a new ECA clause.
4. Aquila, in its Motion, states that it intends to file an application to continue the ECA clause beyond April 1, 2007, but circumstances have prevented Aquila’s Colorado Regulatory Services Manager from being able to complete preparation of the application, exhibits, supporting material, and new ECA tariffs prior to July 1, 2006. The Colorado Regulatory Service Manager has been occupied with other Colorado regulatory matters for the past three months, including preparing and filing advice letters and tariffs, as well as responding to audit questions from Commission Staff on various matters. Therefore, Aquila needs a short, but reasonable extension of time of one month, or to and including August 1, 2006, within which to complete and file the application to extend the ECA. 
5. Now being fully advised in this matter and finding good cause, we grant Aquila’s motion.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion for an Extension of Time to file its Application to Continue the Energy Cost Adjustment (ECA), filed by Aquila, Inc., doing business as Aquila Networks – WPC (Aquila) on June 30, 2006 is granted.
2. Aquila shall file its application to extend its ECA by the close of business on August 1, 2006.
