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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On June 20, 2006 MEYLO, Inc., doing business as Big Sky Airport Shuttle (Big Sky Airport Shuttle) filed an application for authority to publish Time Schedule No. 1 to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.

2. Schafer-Schonewill & Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express &/or Wolf Express Shuttle (Englewood Express) is the owner of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 52940.  Englewood Express was granted temporary approval on May 30, 2006, by Decision No. C06-0627 in Docket No. 06A-253CP, to allow Big Sky Airport Shuttle to assume operational control of CPCN PUC No. 52940.
3. The authority named in CPCN PUC No. 52940 allows the holder of this certificate to provide scheduled between Denver International Airport, on the one hand, and points in the following described area:  Beginning at the intersection of Interstate 70 and Colorado Boulevard, Denver, Colorado; then west along Interstate 70 to Lowell Boulevard; then south along Lowell Boulevard to Alameda Avenue; then east along Alameda Avenue, as extended, to Colorado Boulevard; then north along Colorado Boulevard, to the point of beginning, on the other hand.
4. Golden West Commuter, LLC on January 23, 2006 filed changes to Englewood Express tariff that named the rates and fares for the authorities included in CPCN’s PUC Nos. 50790, 52940, and 55363.  The tariff filed by Golden West Commuter, LLC established fares to or from Denver International Airport based on the zip code of a passenger’s origin or destination.  Golden West Commuter, LLC’s tariff became effective on March 21, 2006.
5. Big Sky Airport Shuttle, in this application, is proposing to eliminate scheduled service between Denver International Airport and the following hotels that are located in the downtown Denver area:  the Burnsley Hotel, Embassy Suites, Executive Tower, Holiday Inn, Hotel Monaco, Hyatt Regency, Magnolia Hotel, Marriott Courtyard, Oxford Hotel, and Warwick Hotel.  Big Sky Airport Shuttle proposed to continue providing schedule service between Denver International and the following hotels that are located in the downtown Denver area:  the Adam’s Mark, Brown Palace, Grand Hyatt, Hyatt Conference Center, and Westin.
6. In support of this application Noureddine Loraoui, the manager of Big Sky Airport Shuttle states “As this is a starting company we are still acquiring more vehicles and drivers to increase our availability and to better serve our guests.  However, for now Big Sky Airport Shuttle needs to change its schedule.  The new schedule will cover downtown Denver, with a van leaving every 20 minutes, from 5:00am until 1:00pm, covering the crucial rime of hotel checkouts.  For the rest of the day Big Sky Airport Shuttle will dispatch vans from the airport to downtown.”
7. Pursuant to Rule 6207(k) of the Commission's Rules Regulating Transportation By Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, the Commission may, for good cause shown, allow a common carrier to change tariffs or time schedules on less than 30 days notice.

8. The Commission is aware that Big Sky Airport Shuttle has only recently leased CPCN PUC No. 52940 from Englewood Express.  Big Sky Airport Shuttle, as a relatively small transportation company, may not currently have a sufficient number of vehicles and driverse to provide the service that is named in the existing time Schedule.  Therefore, the Commission finds that Big Sky Airport Shuttle has shown good cause for the approval of the proposed changes in Time Schedule No. 1 and that the application to file the schedule on less than 30 days notice should be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application of MEYLO, Inc., doing business Big Sky Airport Shuttle to publish Time Schedule No. 1 on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

2. MEYLO, Inc., doing business Big Sky Shuttle shall publish Time Schedule No. 1 on not less than one day’s notice to the Commission and the general public.

3. The 20-day time-period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, re-argument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.
4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
