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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) for consideration of a motion to stay Decision No. R06-0595 (Recommended Decision) filed by Nemarda Corporation, doing business as Airport Boulevard Co. &/or ABC Shuttle  (Nemarda) on June 6, 2006.   In the Recommended Decision, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ), after a show cause hearing on the matter, ordered that Nemarda’s authority, Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 25810 (CPCN), be revoked for failure to keep a currently effective certificate of insurance on file with the Commission.  
2. Nemarda states that it is currently in the process of transferring its CPCN to 1st ABC Transportation, Inc. (ABC) and permanent approval of the transfer is still pending before the Commission.  

3. The Commission shall grant Nemarda’s motion to stay as it relates to that portion, Case No. 08234-INS, of the Recommended Decision of the ALJ revoking Nemarda’s operating authority for failure to maintain a current certificate of insurance on file with the Commission, pending the permanent transfer of its CPCN to ABC.  Should the Commission deny Nemarda’s application for permanent transfer, the revocation of its CPCN shall be reinstated.  

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion to Stay Recommended Decision No. R06-0595 (Recommended Decision), as to that portion, Case No. 08234-INS, of the Recommended Decision regarding Nemarda Corp.’s operating authority is granted consistent with the above discussion.
2. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
