BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) for consideration of a request jointly filed by Rocky Mountain Pipeline System, LLC, LB Pacific, LP and Plains All American Pipeline, LP (Joint Petitioners) for a ten day shortened notice period in Docket No. 06D-392CP.
2. The Joint Petitioners filed an application on June 29, 2006 for a declaratory order regarding the need for Commission approval surrounding the indirect transfer of control of Rocky Mountain Pipeline System from LB Pacific to Plains All American Pipeline LP.  Also, in this application, Joint Petitioners requested that the period for filing interventions to the request for the declaratory order be shortened.  
3. Rule 1401(a) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1 states “Except as provided by paragraph (d) of this rule, any person may file a notice of intervention as of right or a motion to permissively intervene within 30 days of notice of any docketed proceeding, unless the Commission’s notice or a specific rule or statute provides otherwise.”
4. In consideration of the support for the declaratory order request filed with this application, the Commission finds that the Joint Petitioners have provided good cause to waive the 30 day notice requirement of Rule 1401(a), 4 CCR 723-1.

II. ORDER
A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request for the shortened notice period filed by Rocky Mountain Pipeline System, LLC, LB Pacific, LP and Plains All American Pipeline, LP is granted.  The notice period shall be shortened to ten-days.
