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the application of Town & Country Transportation Services, Inc. FOR EMERGENCY TEMPORARY APPROVAL TO ALLOW Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. TO ASSUME OPERATIONAL CONTROL OF CERTIFICATE OF PUBLIC CONVENIENCE AND NECESSITY PUC NO. 53589.

I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On August 1, 2006 Town & Country Transportation Services, Inc. (Town & Country), filed an application for emergency temporary approval to allow Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. to assume operational control of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 53589 pending Commission consideration of the related application to permanently transfer the certificate.
2. Town & Country may, under CPCN PUC No. 53589, provide taxi service between all points within an eight-mile radius of the intersection of U.S. Highway 287 and Colorado Highway 119 in Longmont, Colorado, and from said points, on the one hand, to all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand.

3. Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. may, under CPCN PUC Nos. 545&I, 9256, 13043, 29934, and 45391, provide taxi service in the Ft. Collins, Greeley, and Loveland, Colorado, area.
4. Pursuant to § 40-6-120(2), C.R.S., the Commission may grant temporary approval of a certificate transfer "if it appears that failure to grant such temporary approval may result in destruction of or injury to such carrier or carrier properties sought to be acquired, or to interfere substantially with their future usefulness in the performance of adequate and continuous service to the public."  Section 40-6-120(4), C.R.S., further states: "If the Commission is of the opinion that an emergency exists, it may issue temporary authority or approval at once by making specific reference in its order to the circumstances constituting the emergency, in which case no notice need be given, but any such emergency authority or approval shall expire no later than thirty days after it was issued."

5. Rachel Von Rivenburgh, the president of Town & Country, filed a letter in support of this application.  In this letter, Ms. Von Rivenburgh states “At 12:01am 7-27-06 Town & Country Transportation Services, Inc. based in Longmont, Colorado, ceased to operate Town & Country Taxi.  The insurance on taxi vehicles ceased at this point & time leaving the town of Longmont without taxi service.  We are requesting the Commission to approve this emergency temporary approval of Authority 53589 from Town & Country Taxi to Shamrock Taxi of Ft. Collins, Inc. to preserve the integrity of the authority and restore service to the Longmont community.”
6. A review of Commission records does show that the liability insurance required by Rule 6007 (f)(I)(A), Financial Responsibility, of the Rules Regulating Transportation By Motor Vehicle 723-6 did expire at 12:01 am on July 27, 2006.  Therefore, Town & Country has been unable to provide any taxi service since the expiration of its liability insurance.
7. The Commission finds that a failure to grant emergency approval of an assumption of operational control could result in injury to CPCN PUC No. 53589 and ultimately affect service to the public.

8. Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. has adequate equipment and financial resources to begin immediate service within the scope of the authority sought.

9. This application for emergency temporary approval is in the public interest.

10. Town & Country and Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. are advised that the grant of emergency temporary approval of an assumption of operational control creates no presumption that either temporary approval of an assumption of operational control or permanent approval of the transfer will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed by Town & Country Transportation Services, Inc. for emergency temporary approval to allow Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. to assume operational control of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 53589 is granted.
2. Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. is granted emergency temporary approval to conduct operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 53589 for a period of 30 days commencing from the Mailed Date of this Order.

3. Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. shall operate in accordance with all applicable Commission rules and regulations.
4. Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. shall not assume operational control until it has:  (a) caused proof of insurance or surety bond coverage to be filed with the Commission in accordance with applicable rules; (b) paid to the Commission the applicable vehicle identification fee for each vehicle to be operated under authority granted by the Commission; (c) filed an adoption notice that adopts as its own the currently effective tariff of Town & Country Transportation Services, Inc.; and (d) received notice in writing from the Commission that it is in compliance and may begin service.
5. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

6. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
