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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission upon its own motion to shorten response time to the Petition by Dubois Telephone Exchange, Inc. (Dubois) for Permanent Waiver of the Requirements set forth in Emergency Rule 2187(f) (Petition) filed on August 8, 2006.  According to the Petition, Dubois seeks permanent waiver of Emergency Commission Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-2-2187(f) regarding submission of information for the annual eligible telecommunications carrier (ETC) certification requirements.  

2. Dubois indicates that a waiver is appropriate because its study area is largely contained within the State of Wyoming, in which it will comply with the Wyoming Public Service Commission requirements for ETC certification.  In turn, Dubois pledges to provide the Commission with a copy of its Wyoming ETC Certification for consideration for the Commission’s certification process.

3. Because Emergency Commission Rule 4 CCR 723-2-2187(f)(II)(N) requires a trial balance to be filed by August 15, 2006, and in order to expedite the consideration of the Petition prior to that date, the Commission, upon its own motion will shorten the notice period of Dubois’ Petition to noon on August 11, 2006.  Further, we will conduct a Special Deliberations Meeting on August 14, 2006 to consider the merits of the Petition.  

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Upon the Commission’s own motion, the notice period of Dubois Telephone Exchange, Inc.’s Petition for Permanent Waiver of the Requirements set forth in Emergency Rule 2187(f) (Petition) is shortened to Friday, August 11, 2006 at noon.

2. The Commission will conduct a Special Deliberations Meeting on Monday August 14, 2006 to consider the merits of the Petition.

3. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
