1. Correct Decision No. C06-0966 in the first sentence of ¶ I.A.3., replacing the date "August 1, 2006" with "July 31, 2006" to reflect that the "Protest and Request for Hearing" of the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel was filed on July 31, 2006, as shown following:
3.
On July 31, 2006, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) filed a Protest and Request for Hearing (Protest), stating that the OCC’s statutorily-mandated constituency, consisting of residential, agricultural, and small business customers, would be affected by the proposed rate increases.  The Protest further stated that the OCC is concerned about Delta’s request for an additional draw of approximately $165,000 from the Colorado High Cost Support Mechanism.  Finally, the OCC stated in its Protest that the proposed tariff changes might alter Delta’s customers’ current rights and responsibilities.  

(Emphasis added.)

2. In ¶ I.A.4. of this Decision, show that the term of the first suspension period runs through December 18, 2006 by replacing "or" with "through" in the fourth sentence of that paragraph, so that paragraph reads:
4.
Under § 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., the Commission may, in its discretion, set the tariffs for hearing which will suspend their effective date for 120 days.  Section 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., also provides that the Commission may, in its discretion, by separate order, suspend the effective date of the tariffs for an additional 90 days.  Thus, the Commission has the power and authority to suspend the effective date of the tariffs for a maximum of 210 days or, in this docket, through March 18, 2007.  If the Commission does not establish new rates before the expiration of the first suspension period of 120 days, through December 18, 2006, the tariffs filed by Delta may become effective by operation of law.  If the Commission further suspends, by separate order, the effective date of the tariffs for an additional 90 days, and if no new rates are established by the Commission on or before March 18, 2007, the tariffs filed by Delta may become effective by operation of law.

(Emphasis added.)
