I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the Motion for Extension of Time to Submit Signed Copy of Construction and Maintenance Contract (Motion) filed by the City of Commerce City (Commerce City) on August 1, 2006.
2. The Commission ordered Commerce City to file a signed construction and maintenance agreement by July 22, 2006 by Decision No. C06-0174, mailed February 24, 2006.
