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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a jointly filed request for a shortened notice period for the transfer of jurisdictional telecommunications providers filed by Liberty Bell Telecom, LLC and Multi-Link Telecom, LLC (collectively, Petitioners) on August 9, 2006.
2. Petitioners have requested a shortened notice period as opposed to the 45-day period required in 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2, Rule 2109.

3. Now being duly advised in the matter, the Commission finds good cause has been stated and will shorten the notice period.  
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application for shortened notice period jointly filed by Liberty Bell Telecom, LLC and Multi-Link Telecom, LLC is granted consistent with the discussion above.  The notice period shall be shortened to 30 days.
